It has been another significant year for the Australian Sports Commission and the sports network as
we continue working together to encourage all Australians to experience the joy of sport.

The sporting field is where friendships are formed, life skills are learned and heroes are made — and
this is why in 2013—-14 the Australian Government invested almost $120 million in our national
sporting organisations despite a challenging economic environment.

In the past year the ASC has worked with sports to reform their governance structures and develop
strategic and commercial capabilities.

One of the highlights of 2013—14 was the Australian Government’s announcement of the Sporting

community sport to the Government.

Other highlights in 2013-14 have included:

Grants programs — a number of national grant programs were delivered to improve the participation
of people from under-represented groups.

The ASC also continues to pursue success on the world stage — both in Olympic and non-Olympic
sports — to deliver Australians the exceptional performances they crave.

There have been few periods in Australia’s sporting history filled with so much activity or promise,
and on behalf of the ASC | thank you for your hard work and support. You continue to prove your
capacity to succeed in an ever-changing sporting landscape, and | look forward to working with you in
the future.

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President’s Report

In the current sporting scenario within Australia and internationally the ALA must balance continuing
its sound and effective Performance and Governance with an accelerated and innovative Growth of
our sport (measured across members and participants), with this balance being addressed while
maintaining the operational and targeted Key Result Areas of our current plan. ALA must continue to
strengthen the foundations of our sport, an area where we certainly can claim historical excellence,
whilst ensuring increased participation in all levels of lacrosse (players, coaches, officials,
administrators, supporters) - an area which provides us with significant challenges.

This priority focus is supported by the ALA’s Operational and Strategic Plans and is a response to the
priorities requested by our Member Associations. In addition, this new emphasis has been mooted
by our Australian Government/ Australian Sports Commission sponsors and advisors as vital for
support into 2015 and beyond. We reassert this focus while concentrating upon continued
traditional support as well as delivering new and improved services to members.

The ongoing support of the Australian Sports Commission (ASC) is acknowledged and continues to be
integral to the successful operations of lacrosse on this country. The annual ASC review of ALA
operations against our plan continues to be positive and has resulted in ongoing assistance, both
financial and with expert guidance.

International success continues to flow from FIL (Federation of International Lacrosse) competition
with the Senior Men’s Team earning a fourth place in this year’s World Championship (held in
Denver, USA) in an increasingly competitive environment. Our challenge is to maintain our quality of
performance from a small playing base while the majority of our competitors have greatly enhanced
their quantity of players (and hence their competitiveness). Australia remains represented on FIL
Committees (Jan Jackson - Chair, FIL Women’s Rules Committee, Chris Brown - member, FIL Men’s
Rules Committee, Paul Mollison- member, FIL Women’s Rules Committee and Mike Slattery —
member, FIL Men’s Officiating Committee). With ALA being one of the 4 founding members of FIL
and FIL now being an international organisation of 51 nations, it is important that we continue to
contribute and support the way forward for international lacrosse.

Regional success has been earned from the Asia Pacific Lacrosse Union (APLU) with both men’s and
women’s teams earning silver medals at the 2014 ASPAC Championship held in Beijing, China. Again
Australia, as the longest developed lacrosse nation in this region, must continue to contribute as they
currently are (e.g. Fiona Clark, Executive Director and Mike Slattery, President of the APLU Executive
Board).

Some major and new milestones achieved in this last year include:

=  Maintaining an excellent and productive working partnership with the Australian Sports
Commission (ASC);

= Financial management being diligently exercised via employment of a CPA firm with an
external formal audit;

=  Provision, through funding and support, for national use of Fox Sporting Pulse websites and
database registration/reporting capabilities for all Member Associations;

= Recognition being achieved via the ALA annual dinner with the Honours & Awards Committee
maintaining formal recognition of past international men’s and women’s teams;

= Continuing a national insurance scheme (with economies of scale resulting for all
participants);

= Continuation of an East Coast Tournament (i.e. NSW, Queensland, Tasmania) for competitive »
development of the less experienced States; ,

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= Holding a second National Conference (currently with Coaching and Officiating as
predominant agenda items - but to be expanded from 2015 onwards);

= Near completion of the establishment of a Lacrosse Foundation (as a capital protected entity,
for the ongoing fund raising and support of lacrosse development);

=  Piloting a successful national travel partnership (with both competitive economies and
enhanced services being achieved);

=  Progressing Fox Sporting Pulse online registration and competitive results - which ultimately
will provide full participant statistics (via the databases supporting these initiatives).

Successful Presidents, Competition and Growth Forums were held with Member Associations during
2014 in a co-operative and challenging environment. It is acknowledged that such opportunities
result in both openness and challenge during these events, with resulting accountability shared
between Member Associations and the ALA, which is then essential for co-ordinated implementation
to ensure the future success of lacrosse in Australia.

| thank and commend the Directors of ALA for their diligence and significant contributions to the
Board and the sport of lacrosse. Their voluntary efforts are significant, in both effectiveness and
effort, and well directed towards maintaining ALA success to date — this has been further challenged
with meeting the emerging demands for the future. Similarly, thanks are expressed to the Boards
and Directors of all the Member Associations without whose efforts and co-operation lacrosse would
not and will not prosper in Australia.

As we look to the future of lacrosse in Australia it is clear that the ALA and Australian lacrosse
continue to be challenged.

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Marketing Report

Unlike most Annual Reports which report back solely on activities and events that have occurred in
the previous year, as | only joined the ALA Board in July 2014, my report will look retrospectively at
what has occurred since my commencement and prospectively at the plans for 2014/ 2015.

Prior to joining the Board, | assisted in writing a draft Marketing and Communication Plan 2014 -2016
which has been circulated for comment to all Member Associations. The overall objective of this
draft plan is to increase the profile of the ALA with Members Associations as well as external
customers/community in order to enhance the relationship with current members and to increase
the profile and participation with the latter.

For Members Associations, this will deliver a better understanding of what are the functions and
responsibilities of the Board and its Directors in managing, growing and promoting lacrosse in
Australia. For the community and external customers/potential sponsors, it is not only to broaden
the appeal of this great game but also to show that reach out into the community is increasing. This
shows existing/potential sponsors that they will receive return on investment and ‘bang for buck’ if
they choose lacrosse as their sport to sponsor.

A key communication tool which will greatly assist in achieving this objective is the use of Social
Media — love it or loathe it, it is here to stay and we must embrace it in all its forms, Facebook,
Twitter and any other new media which is around the corner, as the use of these forms of
communication are increasing across the community.

During the Men’s World Championship in Denver this year, these sites were used extensively to
communicate not only results, but also anything from weather delays, team news and following the
players experiences and thoughts particularly leading up to the event. The ALA Facebook site “likes”
increased by 33% during this period as the site was able to share information coming from Member
Association sites and the team site itself.

Another great example of the effective integrated use of multiple sites was the 2014 Under 15
Tournament in Perth. The use of Facebook to communicate prior to the event and to keep the
lacrosse community informed of the numerous happenings (with many pictures) during the event,
displayed how this media can be used effectively and appropriately.

The link here for the external customer and the community at large is that they are able to quickly
assess how active the sport of lacrosse is and whether its reach is increasing.

Another internal objective is to increase the ALA footprint amongst the lacrosse community.
Already, ALA Directors have given an update at the 2014 Member Association Annual General
Meetings to inform members of what is happening at ALA and the future plans.

An electronic quarterly newsletter is to be introduced by year end in order to collate and
communicate lacrosse stories from around the country.

In order to increase the presence of the ALA brand at Championships, Tournaments and
Competitions, a pack is being developed for host Member Associations/ clubs which will include
collateral such as branded banners, shelters and program templates, which will assist not only the
organising group but also to show the lacrosse community that these are ALA events.

One final major project that will occur in calendar year 2014/15, in conjunction with the Growth and
Development portfolio, is the development and implementation of a mass participation program for,

children and adolescents designed to introduce them to the game of lacrosse and to develop their 'MT:':";:;
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skills and have fun along the way. The intent of this program is for it to be used by Member
Associations, individual clubs or schools to increase participation and membership and for the
community groups to use it as a way to increase activity levels in these target groups. Consultation
with Member Associations will be a priority throughout the development of this program.

The strategy that underlines these activities is that by showcasing what is happening in lacrosse at a
National level, an increase of awareness will filter down to potential participants, players, members
and sponsors.

Competition to get the sporting member has never been higher as each sport battles to attract and
retain its numbers — therefore lacrosse needs to look outside of its current practices and
opportunities to increase its participation and profile within an already crowded market.

| look forward to having a full 12 months in this role where through consultation, collaboration and
communication, we will see a significant increase in the number of people playing this great game of
ours.

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High Performance Report

The Australian Team program now consists of three levels and seven teams, following revised aims of
the Under 23 program. Our three senior Australian Teams (Men, Women, Men’s Indoor) are now
supported by two aged tiers: Under 23 and Under 19 Men’s and Women’s programs. The Under 19
programs continue every four years and the Under 23 programs every two years. The addition of the
Under 23 program now provides the middle pathway from Under 19 to Senior Australian Teams.

Increasing competition opportunities for Australian teams remains high on ALA’s list of priorities.
Planning discussions with countries includes the objective of two way visits, where by securing
international competition on home soil as well as on tour.

The current document provides policy direction for Australian Teams for the period 2014 — 2016.

The early months of 2014 continued with Squad Camps followed by a tour to Tokyo, Japan, in late
February/early March for competition with the Japan National Men’s Team. With some two years of
preparation the Australian Men’s Team completed warm up games in Los Angeles and Vail prior to
the 2014 FIL Men’s World Championship.

The World Championship in Denver, held in the spectacular Dick’s Sporting Goods Park, was an
outstanding event. The only downside being a majority of days played on the outer fields with the
first and final days played in the stadium.

The Australian Team faced a very challenging Blue Division with a tough cross-over game against
Israel. Additional challenges of weather delays and late night starts also took its toll on our team’s
performance. With spirited wins over Japan and England, it took an almighty effort to defeat Israel in
the play-in game for a placing in the Medal rounds. The 2014 Australian Men’s Team finished in
fourth place, going down to the Iroquois Nationals, with Canada defeating USA for the Gold Medal.

From evaluated and notable performances of all competing countries, we must continue to assess
and improve our Australian Team program if we are to maintain and better our current world
ranking.

The Australian Men's Team 2014 were the first recipients to utilise the Men's Field Lacrosse Team
Trust Fund inherited by the ALA from the Australian Lacrosse Council/Lacrosse Australia. This Trust
Fund was established after the 1986 World Championship in Toronto to provide immediate working
funds for such future teams. The Men's Team 2014 benefited from this foresight from the outset and
has replenished and grown this Trust Fund for such future teams.

Both Under 23 Men’s and Women’s Squad Member applications increased in comparison to the past
two teams. Women’s Team Head Coach Kate Splatt, Assistant Coach Sachio Yamada and Manager
Faye Beaman are in place for squad and team preparation. The appointments of Coaches and
Manager of the Men’s Team are expected very soon.

Our Under 23 teams will compete in Tokyo, 27-29 June and at the 2015 ASPAC Championship in
Bangkok, 4-11 July. The clear mandate for coaches of both teams is to prepare these Under 23
players ready for the next senior Australian Team program. o
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29 Squad Members were selected following the October 2014 Camp and will undertake State Based
Training until the next selection in December 2014 and again in January 2015. Team selection will
take place early in 2015 prior to the 2015 FIL U19 Women’s World Championship in Edinburgh
Scotland, 23 July-1 August. Head Coach, Trish Adams, oversees Squad Coaches in each state with
weekly training plans. Strength and Conditioning Coach, Trent Saunders, provides squad members
with their training programs. Squad and Camp arrangements are undertaken by the Team Manager,
Carly Hack, with assistance from state based managers.

The current squad of 30 Squad Members will attend a Squad Camp in early November 2014
immediately following the 2014 Indoor Nationals. The next Squad Camp and selection will be held in
February 2015. Team selection will then take place mid-2015 prior to the 2015 FIL World Indoor
Championship in Syracuse & Buffalo USA, 18 — 26 September. Head Coach, Bob Carter, oversees
Squad Coaches in each state with weekly training plans. Strength and Conditioning Coach, lan Webb,
provides squad members with their training programs. Squad and Camp arrangements and
administration is undertaken by Team Manager David Eyre.

The appointment process for Coaches and Manager is expected to be completed during November
2014.

The Team Head Coach, Lee Vickery, along with Team Analyst, Tony Hill, head up state based Squad
Coaches for all training sessions and camps. Strength and Conditioning Coach, lan Webb, provides
squad members with their training programs. Team Manager Darren Fanner, with assistance from
state based Managers, facilitates Squad and Camp arrangements and administration.

With the Squad currently at 110, having undertaken State Based Camps and training sessions during
2014, the first full Squad Camp will be held in January 2015 followed by selection and a reduction in
Squad Members. Preparation will continue in 2015 with a Squad Tour to the USA planned for July.
Selection points will occur following Squad Camps. The FIL 2016 U19 Men’s World Championship will
be held in Coquitlam Canada, 7-16 July 2016.

Australian Women’s Team Program

Our partnership with Under Armour continues in its second term (4 year agreement) as secured in
January 2013, concluding in December 2016. As the official outfitter of the Australian Women'’s
Team program Under Armour has provided apparel, footwear and equipment to the past five
Australian Women’s Teams (Senior and Under 19). The Under 23 Australian Women’s Team
currently purchase these items at a reduced rate. Our ongoing partnership with Under Armour
provides huge support to ALA and our Australian Women’s Team representatives.

Australian Men’s Team Program

The 2014 Australian Men’s Team enjoyed a partnership with Maverik-Cascade and were supplied
with equipment and playing uniforms. As the first Australian Men’s team to secure this level of
sponsorship ALA looks forward to securing an ongoing sponsorship arrangement for the Australian
Men’s Team program.
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Officiating Report

National and International events were well covered by our dedicated group of Umpires and
Referees. Our strong group of Australian officials attended both overseas and local events.

These officials come from the extensive ranks of volunteers helping Australian domestic lacrosse
function by being there at local and State based games. Our officials attended the Perth U15,
Melbourne U18, Adelaide Senior and Melbourne Indoor ALA events. Twelve Australian officials
attended the FIL Men’s World Championship in Denver, USA.

Training of new officials is always a part of our psyche and 2014 was no exception. Training and
reaccreditation is an integral part of the duties of our senior Umpires and Referees across the country
ensuring all officials remain current with the new rule interpretations and innovative styles of on-field
duties. These initiatives would not happen without the dedication of both senior officials and the
sideline officials’ coaches, Technical Delegates and Assessors that give so much of their personal time
to the constant improvement and organisation of our Referees and Umpires.

The two National Technical Committees (NTC) continued to offer much needed support, input and
organisation to the ALA officials program.

Both the Women’s NTC and the Men’s NTC continued to meet regularly and improve governance of
Women’s and Men’s officials with improvements in database collation, equalising the National
Grading Scheme with consistent accreditation, education and assessments across the States. Good
input on potential rule changes, rules interpretations and governance were well received.

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Growth Report
Mike Slattery

The Growth mission of the ALA is to create and drive the implementation of a development program
which would result in the capture of actual lacrosse members and participants in Australia. This was
stated as “Develop Community Competitions that provide opportunities for the development of
players, coaches and officials at grass roots level”. Based upon that, establish a baseline then future
projections and extrapolations would be statistically possible. Further the ALA would then be
capable of projecting and implementing programs that would significantly increase those numbers in
each season ahead.

With thanks to all Member Associations, capably led by their executives, in 2013 we collectively
captured and reported a comprehensive collection of Member statistics (players and participants).
This significant number was way in excess of our previous understanding and reporting and we did
collectively believe that we haven’t fully captured all the actual lacrosse activities conducted in
Australia — yet (a challenge for future years ahead!).

Unfortunately in 2014 we were not so diligent in our recording and notation. In 2015 we must
improve from the outset and progressively capture and record all playing and participation statistics
in our National Lacrosse Database (utilised through collective Fox Sports Pulse records for all lacrosse
events) — this item was discussed and agreed as vital at the ALA President’s Forum held during
October 2013 — we now must ensure full implementation from 2015 onwards. We can then look
forward to additional growth and development of lacrosse across Australia to add to that then totally
identified baseline.

A Growth Advisory Council has been formed, framed (via Terms of Reference) and operated since
2013. Its charter originally had six projects identified, targeted and staffed. Those results were
significant and will support the development of lacrosse. Going forward into 2015 there will be a
renewal of the charter, goals and participation for the Growth Advisory Council.

There have been many strong development initiatives from within Member Associations (e.g.
Lacrosse Victoria with Quick Stix) which have been agreed to be collectively developed for a ‘one
brand’ version that can be utilised Australia wide for economy and maximising successful outcomes.
The agreed emphasis will be upon planning and supporting school programs/initiatives for new
growth opportunities.

Development and participation for sport (hence broadly speaking — Growth) is a key tactic being
developed and supported by the ASC. It also is vitally important to the ALA. We must be innovative,
while supporting traditional lacrosse, and increase our numbers in the years ahead. So much over
such a wide spectrum depends upon this for the ultimate success of our fine sport of lacrosse. The
Australian Sports Commission has indicated a “Participation and Growth” direction into the future
(moving beyond the traditional “Competition” perspective).

Work with the ALA Marketing director on a participation “product” progresses. The aim here is to
seek and obtain national corporate sponsorship with increased reach and retention. Then present
these opportunities most productively and successfully to the existing and potential lacrosse
community in Australia. This will require longer term planning and implementation than our
traditional operational life cycle.

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Coaching Report
Glenn Morley

2014 was a heavy operational year within the coaching portfolio. Solid preparation work has been
done on the Advanced Coaching Course and another Coaching and Officiating conference was
successfully delivered.

The operations of the coaching portfolio were also enhanced through the development and
introduction of the coaching operations manual.

To further support coaches we also developed an individual coach development plan. This will be
initially rolled out with the men’s U19 Squad coaches, and will serve coaches to identify development
areas to improve their coaching.

The club coach course continues to be well received and delivered within the lacrosse community.
We are currently in the process of refreshing the course delivery, and adding some core lacrosse
units to the course. The course will also be further supported through a redesigned Club Coach
Manual and a course workbook.

In 2014 we were able to finalise the accreditation of a presenter in Queensland, and have plans in
place to have a presenter trained in NSW early in 2015.

To support Member Associations (MA’s) to deliver the course we completed the Coaching Operations
manual, which provides all the information and support, needed to run a successful coaching course.

2014 also saw the implementation of mandatory accreditation for all coaches this meant we needed
to have an effective reaccreditation process and recognition of prior learning to assist all coaches
achieve the minimum standards.

For the 2015 season we will be looking for further support from the MA’s to ensure that we achieve
the aim of having every coach accredited.

The further development of the Advanced Coach Course (Level 2) is well underway, and we are
looking to deliver the first course in the first quarter of 2015.

In the courses development best practice has been researched from US Lacrosse, the Canadian
Lacrosse Association and the AFL to ensure that the course is dynamic and of the highest standard to
ensure a sustainable coach education pathway.

The database has been finished with the introduction of the coaching operations manual. This
ensures that we can effectively track our coaches and their accreditation, and use the database to
maintain contact with coaches when needed.

To further facilitate the database and record keeping the reaccreditation process has been finalised
along with a process to recognise a coach’s prior knowledge in regards to accreditation for the club
coach course.

The individual MA’s will be responsible for updating the coaches records post course which will lead
to greater efficiencies in our post course follow up and finalisation of a coaches accreditation.



National Coaching and Officiating Conference

The second ALA Coaching and Officiating Conference was again held at Monash University in
Melbourne. The attendance was very disappointing, however the content of all presentations were
first class. This year the conference was headlined by Australian Basketball coaching legend Lindsay
Gaze who gave an insightful and funny presentation into the growth and development of Basketball
in Australia.

For 2015 we will look to continue offering the conference and add a stream around club
management to widen the audience. However for the long-term benefit of lacrosse we need the full
support of the MA’s to fully promote, endorse and support the conference.

From the ALA’s perspective a key issue was the late planning of both the conference details and
announcement of presenters, we hope to have confirmed keynote presenters along with the venue
and host MA by late November 2014.

During 2014 we held our first club coaches course which was received well by all clubs. We have also

started the process of having our experienced coaches apply for RPL for the club coaching course.

Our main push for 2014 was to have our club coaches complete the online course, Coaching General
Principles on the Australian Sports Commission site. We are hoping to run more club coaching
courses over the summer with the idea of getting a couple of facilitators trained, so we can run
courses for smaller groups within each club.

Our HP program for female and male junior players aged 14-18 was also piloted in 2014 with mixed

success. The girls program ran exceptionally well for term 1 and moderate success in term 2 & 3. All
involved were happy with the skill levels increasing of players involved. Unfortunately the boys
program was not as successful but we will be modify both programs in 2015 to ensure that the HP
program continues and both groups benefit equally. Included in this program is a push for clubs to
send along coaches to learn current skill techniques from our team of elite coaches.

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Development highlights from 2014 include:

Our annual LSA SAPSASA event in April was run in two locations:

SAPSASA South

52 teams from 12 schools, 550 children participating in Lacrosse. This is a 5 a side non-contact Sof-
Cross competition (no goalies). The majority of these children were new to lacrosse and have only
participated in 1 clinic or a few training sessions. Age groups are years 4/5 and 6/7 with boys and
girls in separate teams. This competition is a round robin where trophies are presented to the wining
team in each grade.

The schools involved were Brighton Primary, Hawthorndene, SHCMS, West Beach, St John the
Baptist, St Leonards, Forbes Primary, Coromandel Valley Primary, Cabra, Paringa and St Peters
Blackwood.

SAPSASA North
23 teams from 7 schools, 250 children participating.

The Schools involved were Prospect North, St Georges, Paralowie, Enfield, Hillcrest, Nailsworth and St
Georges.

SAPSASA Tea Tree Gully is a two day “come and try” all sports day where over 800 children are
involved from Redwood Park, Tea Tree Gully, Ardtornish, Banksia Park, Surrey Downs, Golden Grove
Lutheran, Golden Grove primary, Modbury South, TVCC and APS. This is in a newly populated area
where there are many young families, an ideal area for recruitment.

Lacrosse clinics were also held at sports days in the following schools - Colonial Light Gardens, Para
Hills Primary, Westbourne Park Primary, Hillcrest Primary and Heritage College.

ACHPER runs PE week which we are always a part of. Thisis a “come and try” format run at Park 25
over a week where we run Lacrosse for approximately 10 schools and 400 children.

ACHPER also runs a “Teach the Teachers” course where PE teachers come to a 1 day training course
and we teach them how to teach lacrosse in schools (this also enables LSA to make school
connections).

The Premiers Challenge is also a “come & try” event. A one day lacrosse clinic held annually for
approximately 250 children from 7 schools.

The Brighton Catholic Carnival was held during the last week of term one with approximately 300
children from 5 local catholic schools participating (St Theresa, Christ the King, Our Lady of Grace, St
Martin De Porres and Stella Maris). No scores are recorded and there are no winners.

U1l Competition

The objective of the U11 grade is to introduce new participants to the sport in an environment
designed to emphasize player safety, enjoyment and retention through the development of
individual stick skills, team play, safety, and sportsmanship.

= Teams are not named according to their lacrosse club i.e. Subiaco, Phoenix, etc. Instead, all
teams are referred to as their given Native American group name i.e. Comanches, Apaches,
Mohawks, Cherokees.

= No finals series. ‘Gala Day’ take place in the final week of the normal season.

= Coaches are encouraged to recognise (and reward) sportsmanship, stick skills and team play.

= Coaches are allowed on the field to instruct players; not confined to instructing their own
team.

= Agegroup —itis a Year 5-6 competition, but we allow children from Year 2, 3, 4, 5 & 6 to play.

= 8-a-side (2 attack, 3 midfield, 2 defence, 1 goalkeeper.)

=  Equipment: helmet, gloves, stick. Goalie pads & stick. Pink ball.

=  Face off after each goal is scored. Only the face off participants may pick up the ball.

= 1 passin the attack half required prior to shooting for goal;

=  Stick checking only allowed after 2 seconds of possession (referees to call out “1,000... 2”)

= Limited to a bump to the ball carrier only - without using excessive force and no takeout.

In 2014, our second year of a three year trial for U11’s, player numbers doubled from 2013.

U15 National Tournament

Hosted by Phoenix Lacrosse Club on behalf of LWA at Success Regional Sports Centre. A total of 17
teams participated in the competitions, 7 boys and 10 girls teams, including an ALA President Team in
each competition; and a team of 30 Officials managing the games.

Generous funding and facilities provided by the City of Cockburn and the WA Department of Sport
and Recreation enabled us to contract administration support and work toward implementing several
initiatives approved by the ALA. Initiatives which included expanding the Welcome Function to
include all participants, hosting the Opening Ceremony the evening before the commencement of
competition and introducing Education and Social programs which were developed to facilitate
learning, social interaction between teams and lift the atmosphere and vibrancy of this event.

The overall preparation and programming incorporated the use of a specific web site, social media
and team app as a means of communication with everyone involved. In addition to live streaming
several games and each of the Grand Finals in full, meant that people in the competition and all over
the world could be almost instantly kept up to date with the results.

As the country’s biggest national event that aims to provide opportunity for as many young people as
possible to participate we/LWA felt there were several aspects that are important to incorporate,
improve and expand:

Expand participation from within Member States and overseas as much as possible

Maintain a participation and development focus among players, team staff & officials

Incorporate opportunity to meet and social with opponents.

Incorporate learning that will support these players in life, and especially if they choose an elite

pathway.

5. Make use of current technology to make everyone’s experience better, provide opportunity for
worldwide viewing and expand promotion of the game.

6. Make use of current technology to improve ours, and future organisers ability to secure

commercial funding.

PWNPE

In 2014, LWA'’s Junior Lacrosse Council discussed the feasibility of a well-structured officiating
accreditation course to become available to junior male and female players to provide them with a
pathway into officiating. One of the purposes was to improve the quantity and quality of officiating
lacrosse in WA through introducing junior players to officiating.

Information sessions were provided to all junior players from accredited umpires and referees. The
sessions provided players with guidance in:

= Rule variations for junior men’s & women’s grades
= How to communicate decisions in games
= How to communicate with players

Players were provided with: Rule book (LWA Junior Rule Variations, summarized version of lacrosse o
regulations, D Grade rules, etc.), Log book of officiating experience, including checklist of criteria for &
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successful completion of the practical and theoretical aspects of the course, whistle with LWA
lanyard, cap and drink bottle.

There were 7 junior players accredited in the first phase of this course in 2014.

Other Highlights
Junior Gala Day

We had 18 teams from Modcrosse, Under 11's and D Grade (6 teams each) come together at Rosalie
Park on Saturday 19th July for the LWA Junior Lacrosse Gala Day. In total there were approximately
200 junior players participating on the day.

Box Lacrosse Night
The Junior Lacrosse Council, together with a group of interested senior men's players coordinated a
Box Lacrosse Exhibition night at Claremont Showgrounds (Saturday, 19th July). There were

approximately 24 U15 boys playing in the first game of the night, followed by 2 senior men's games,
played by approximately 36 senior players.

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LV has witnessed the establishment of an inter-schools lacrosse competition in the regional town of
Warrnambool and the broader Western district. This is as a result of the ongoing commitment LV has
had to growing the game in regional towns, such as Warrnambool. The next step will be to develop
the Western District Lacrosse Association, the opportunity for our sport is to establish ourselves in
the non winter months and be an alternative sport in Spring/Summer.

Given the significant population growth and change occurring in Melbourne, lacrosse must position
itself to capitalise on the opportunity to establish itself in new areas; which will mean shifting away
from our traditional structures. If are we to grow, we must be brave and break away from tradition.

To support this, the Board has commissioned Vic Sport to undertake a competitions review that will
examine the barriers and enablers to participation in lacrosse. There is an inherent truth that our
sport is structured in such a way that it only caters for the experienced and elite, and not on
participation. What LV does understand is that member clubs are having significant success in
running junior and senior modified competitions outside of the traditional Saturday competition; the
competition review will capture the evidence and narrative to understand how we can improve rates
of participation.

Lacrosse Victoria has continued to develop the game at the grass roots level with the pilot of the
Quick Stix initiative. Quick Stix is an entry level programme designed for under 9s. The programme
has been successfully trialled with 29% of participants moving into club based lacrosse. LV will
continue to develop this initiative as it strives to build complete pathways via an’ any stick - any time
- any place’ approach that allows participations at all age levels, skill levels and life stages.
Discussions with other member states regarding its applicability in those states continues and LV and
looks forward to working with them and the ALA to construct a National Participation Framework.

Further on the LV regional emphasis, Bendigo Lacrosse Club in partnership with the Greater City of
Bendigo and the Victorian State Government hosted the ALA U18 National Championship, which also
saw two New Zealand teams competing, in the Greater City of Bendigo. This is the first time since the
1907 test match between Victoria and Canada that a major lacrosse event has been played in
Bendigo. Bendigo Lacrosse continues to go from strength to strength and is a great example of why
we must continue to extend our sport beyond the traditional settings.

Officiating continues to be a key focus on LV through the LV technical committee. LV is committed to
growing the officiating base and has developed strong partnership with ALRA Victoria, but more
formal structures are still required in the women's officiating, this will be a key focus for 2015.

The past 12 months have been largely successful for LV. The Board has for the first time in a long
time had a full complement of directors, importantly of which 5 out of the 11 are female, which has
been a strategic initiative of LV in promoting and strengthening Women's leadership in Lacrosse.
With the support of the State Sporting Association Participation Programme (SSAAP) funding,
Increasing Participation of Women and Girls, funded through Vic Health, LV has worked incredibly
hard to achieve this outcome, one we are very proud of.

The past 12 months have also seen LV shift its focus from an operational gaze to future opportunities
and the Craigieburn development is a great testament to that. In partnership with Hume City

Council, Hockey Victoria, Stocklands and the Victorian State Government, LV has signed a »
Memorandum of Understanding to develop the Craigieburn Hockey/Lacrosse Club. The facility.will
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comprise of two synthetic fields, one of which will cater for night games and a club house. For LV this
is a momentous opportunity for us to step into one of Melbourne's largest growth corridors and
establish a new club in the Northern catchment. This ground breaking approach to how lacrosse
steps in to growth areas will act as a template for how we enter in to virgin lacrosse territory in
Melbourne and regional settings.

Summary

Overall, LV will continue to advocate for a stronger emphasis on collaborative planning and
partnerships between member states through the ALA. It is now more so than ever that our sport
requires a shared focus on growth in participation. The shift from talking to action will require robust
governance structures and the creation of transformative partnerships that encourage fearless
decision making. As Tony Robbin once said, "If you do what you have always done, you get what
you've always gotten", the time for action is now.

Use of Estimates and Judgement

The preparation of financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates and
assumptions that affect the application of accounting policies and the reported amounts of assets,
liabilities, income and expenses. Actual results may differ from these estimates.

Estimates and underlying assumptions are reviewed on an ongoing basis. Revisions to accounting
estimates are recognised in the period in which the estimate is revised and in any future periods
affected.

Revenue

Revenue is recognised when the Company is legally entitled to the income and the amount can be
guantified with reasonable accuracy. Revenue is recognised net of the amounts of goods and
services tax (GST) payable to the Australian Taxation Office.

The Company's revenue includes grants received from the Australian Sports Commission and
membership fees.

Grants received on the condition that specified services are delivered, or conditions are fulfilled,
are considered reciprocal. Such grants are initially recognised as a liability and revenue is
recognised as services are performed or conditions fulfilled. Revenue from non-reciprocal grants is
recognised when received.

Membership fees are recognised upon the delivery of the service to the members.
Donations and sponsorships are recognised when received.

Interest revenue is recognised on an effective rate basis taking into account the interest rates
applicable to the financial assets.

All revenue is stated net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST).

Income Tax

The entity has received an endorsement from the ATO confirming that it is exempt from income
tax.

Goods and Services Tax (GST)

Revenue, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of goods and services tax (GST),
except where the amount of GST incurred is not recoverable from the taxation authority. In these
circumstances, the GST is recognised as part of the cost of acquisition of the asset or as part of the
expense.

Receivables and payables are stated with the amount of GST included. The net amount of GST
recoverable from, or payable to, the ATO is included as a current asset or liability in the balance
sheet.
